Medium weight with bright refreshing natural acidity and flavours of honeysuckle and melon
and a lasting fruit and mineral finish.

Chiles Canyon Zinfandel 2017:
Wine Spectator 90, $27, 2,400 cases made
Fresh raspberries and strawberries with supporting vanilla oak and white pepper nuance.

Medium weight and densely concentrated ripe fruit on palate with lasting broad shouldered
structural tannins.

Chiles Mill Zinfandel 2016:
Wine Spectator 91, $30, 915 cases made
Darker fruited with raspberry and blackberry and hints of clove, bay leaf and baking spices.

Medium to full bodied in weight with brooding concentration,

Integrated and refined tannings supported by acidity and an herbal and fruited palate.

Tip Top Zinfandel 2015:
Wine & Spirits 91, $36, 500 cases made
Bright red raspberry integrated with notes of cedar and sandalwood.

Medium weight with intense concentration of fresh raspberries on the palate,

Ripe tannins elevated with lasting cherry and vanilla in finish.

Syrah 2015:
Wine Spectator 92, $28, 200 cases made
Cherry and plum on the nose with rosemary, thyme, and baker's chocolate.

Dark concentration with ripe fleshy plum flavours, lasting mountain tannins with a grippy and
savory finish.

Petite Sirah 2016:

Blackberry with hints of sandalwood, cedar, and mellowed oak.
